	Councillors Present: Sue Cross (SC), Cate Swietonowski (CS), Richard Smith (RS), Trevor Collison (TC), Kevin Pell (KP).

	Apologies: Apologies received from County Councillor David Harwood

	Declarations of Acceptance of Office: All councillors submitted their acceptance of office declarations, which were countersigned by the Clerk as witness of their signature.

	Register of Members’ Financial & other Interests: All councillors submitted completed registers.

	Election of Chair: CS proposed SC as Chair for the forthcoming year, seconded by KP.  Sue Cross was unanimously voted in as Chair.

	Election of Vice-Chair: SC proposed CS as Vice-Chair, seconded by KP. Cate Swietonowski was unanimously voted in as Vice-Chair.

	6
	To appoint members to service on the following committees:

a) Allotment Managers: SC proposed that Richard Smith & Trevor Collison be re-elected as Allotment Managers, seconded by KP. All agreed. 

b) Finance & Resources: SC proposed that as the parish council has at the moment only 5 members, all councillors should be on the Finance committee. Recommendations will still be brought to Full Council and the sub-committee will be reviewed in the future if the number of councillors increases. Prop: SC, Sec: RS. All agreed

c) Groundsmen Line Manager: SC proposed Kevin Pell, Seconded by TC.  Kevin Pell was unanimously voted in as Line Manager.

d) Memorial Hall: RS proposed Sue Cross, Seconded by KP. All agreed. Sue Cross agreed to represent the Parish Council at the Memorial Hall meetings.

	To accept Standing Orders & Financial Regulations: All members confirmed that they accepted the Standing Orders and Financial Regulations of the Clenchwarton Parish Council.

	Minutes: Councillors SC, CS & TC present at the meeting of the 3rd March, accepted that the minutes could be signed as a true record of the meeting.

	Matters arising from the minutes: No matters arising.

	Public Forum: 

John Bolderstone reported that the Football Club have discussed making alterations to the toilets at the Pavilion by removing the shower and installing urinals in the gent’s toilet. They have also considered making a side entrance door giving direct access to the toilets rather than through the changing rooms as at present. The club would have access to £1,000.00 for the alterations. RS to check with Borough Council on the need for Building Regulations etc., 

He brought to the attention of the meeting that the driver of a coach was regularly using the car park on Hall Road to park the coach. Clerk to write to the company concerned.  

Nigel Collison – why had he not received payment of wages? SC – due to late submission of his time sheet. Time sheets should be in office by the Sunday before the PC meeting in order to process wages and raise cheques. 

NC – questioned the payment of £800 for the work done in the churchyard – why could the groundsmen not have done the work.  SC – had to be done in consultation with the Ely Church Council.

	Police Report: A report from PCSO Bernie Lee with regard to a large group of youths being removed from the playing field on 14/05/11. There was evidence of alcohol consumption and misuse of Nitrous Oxide canisters. Also report that youths had caused ASB in Robin Kerkham Way in the early hours of the same weekend. Large quantities of alcohol been confiscated from youths in the playing field and Jubilee Gardens after dusk. Clerk advised that the signs (no admittance after dusk) will be going up this weekend.
