	7.1 Report from Borough Councilor R Payn: Clerk read out report in RP absence. RP advised that during the past month budgets have been set for the coming year. Borough Council is proposing a 0% rise in Council Tax which will remain same as last year.

In addition to freeze on Council Tax also proposing that there be some relaxation in Car Parking Charges.

The third element of the budget is Borough Council’s commitment to continuing weekly collection of household rubbish. 

Again urged all electors to vote NO to the proposed incinerator at Saddlebow when the polling papers are received.

Thanked everyone who signed a Public Petition against the closing of RAF Marham

7.2 Report from County Councilor D. Harwood:  Clerk read out report in DH absence.

DH advised that he had met with the new area manager of Highways and discussed one or two issues affecting the Parish. Asked him if pot holes at end of Hall Road be filled, this has been noted and put on work rota.

Also requested that road drains between lay by opposite Kenfield Farm and Wildfields Road be checked and cleared where flooding has occurred. Also on work rota to be done.

Highlighted the issue of Anglia Water and their new road plans, which area manager will look at closely when the application is submitted to ensure they comply with highways requirement for such a large number of heavy vehicles.

DH had enquired about future gritting along Station Road but was informed that it falls outside counties first two priority lists and will only be gritted if time allows.

9.1 PD reported the financial position and payment of wages and invoices for the month. Payment was resolved.  Prop: CS.  Sec: RS. All agreed.

PD reported that the Parish has been invoiced to the end of December for the emptying of Dog Bins.  An invoice will be issued for the next 3 months to the end of the financial year and from then on invoices will be raised 1 year in arrears.

9.2 Recommendations from F & R Committee

Seat at Victory Pub: CS reported that quotes had been sought to replace the seat and recommended that the quote of £390 for a seat made from recycled material and free delivery be accepted. Prop: RS.  Sec: BO. All agreed

Citizens Advice Bureau: It was recommended to send a donation of £25. Prop: RS.  Sec: SC. All agreed.

Notice Boards: Due to the bad and dangerous condition of the notice board at the Co-op shop it was proposed that it be dismantled and a new one made. Prop: BO. Sec: CS. All agreed. RS confirmed that the notice board outside the School belongs to the Parish Council.

Play Area Fencing: Three quotes have been received to replace the wooden fence at the play area and the garden with metal fencing, to alleviate costly repairs to the wooden fencing.  It was proposed to accept the quote from Johnson Ironworks which was considerably cheaper than the other two and included safety features such as soft closures on the gates. The quote was £7947 for the Play Area & £4130 for the Garden. Prop: BO.  Sec: SC. All agreed.

Allotments: It was proposed that a skip be hired to remove the rubbish (result of fly tipping) from the allotments.  Proposed that in the new financial year consider closing of the entrance in order to deter tipping of rubbish in future. Prop: BO. Sec: RS. All agreed.

Pavilion Repairs: It was recommended that the quote of £1430 from J Balderstone be accepted to carry out essential work at the Pavilion. Prop: BO. Sec: RS. All agreed.

Churchyard Wall: Recommended that the quote of £820 from Mr Greehy, to clear the rubble and rebuild the wall pillar be accepted. Parish Council to hire a skip for the rubble.   Prop: BO. Sec: RS. All agreed.
