	Apologies: Apologies were received from Cate Swietonowski (CS), Kevin Pell (KP), Sarah Collison (SC2).

	Minutes of meeting of 3rd March 2011:  Only 3 of the Councillors who attended the meeting in March were present tonight, it was therefore resolved that the minutes of 3rd March could not be signed as a true record of that meeting.  As one of the Councillors has decided not to stand for Parish Council again, it would mean that those minutes may never be signed. The Clerk is to contact Sue Lake at NALC for guidance on the matter.

	Finance:  PD (refer to payments sheet) TC had a disclosure of interest on Item 2a.

2 a) PD reported the financial position and payments of wages and invoices for the month. He reported that the subscription to NALC had increased; it is based on the numbers on the electoral roll. The wages of Nigel Collison, will be paid but could not be agreed as there was not a quorum of Councillors present. Prop: RS.  Sec: BO. All agreed.

A letter had been received from the Bowls Club, advising that they were in the process of starting a junior bowls section and had received a grant of £250 toward four sets of junior bowls. The bowls cost £359.96 and they asked if the PC could donate towards the balance.  It was proposed by TC and seconded by BO that the difference of £110 is made to the club.  All agreed.

2 b) Internal auditor:  It was resolved to ask Mr. Cross if he will again do the internal audit. Prop: RS.  Sec: TC.  All agreed

	Correspondence: The list of correspondence received was read out and discussed and included:

Norfolk Green: Notifying reductions in some of the bus services.

Anglia Water: Reply to PC letter of 22/02/11 with apologies for not keeping PC up to date on the proposed new road to the Sewerage Works.

NCC Highways: Notification of the works completed by the Parish Rangers on 22/03/11. 

Parishioner’s letter: Complaint re: footpaths not being swept followed by a thank you for prompt sweeping of same – this work had been done by Borough Council after Clerk had reported the complaint. 

Andrew Davey:  No-one has cleaned up area after re-building collapsed wall and clearing ivy on the wall. It was resolved that the ivy be kept trimmed as totally removing it would cause the rest of the wall to collapse. TC agreed to remove the fencing and store it on his premises for the Parish Council. SC1 to ask the groundsmen to clear up the pile of brushwood. This brought up the subject of disposal of garden rubbish to which TC suggested hiring a skip. SC1 – the rubbish situation needs to be looked into in the future.
