	The meeting was opened by the Chair, Sue Cross, who welcomed everyone present and apologised for the delay to the start of the meeting caused by having called an urgent meeting at the playing field.

	
	Councillors Present:  Sue Cross (SC), Richard Smith (RS), Kevin Pell (KP), and RFO Pat Duhig (PD).

	Apologies for absence: Apologies were received from Cate Swietonowski and Trevor Collison.

	Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the meeting of the 2nd June could not be signed due to the absence of a Councillor present at that meeting. The signing will be carried forward to the next meeting.

	Matters Arising: None.

	Public Forum: The meeting was closed to allow residents to speak

Resident Karen Robinson spoke about the increasing problems caused by motorbikes and cars using the lane (know as the Parish Walk) at her property near Banklands Farm.  Councillor David Harwood confirmed that the lane is a listed highway; he will look into the problem and report back to the Parish Council.

	Reports from Borough and County Councillors:

6.1 Mr David Whitby – As he is new to the position of Borough Councillor he did not have a report for this meeting.

6.2 Mr David Harwood – David Harwood confirmed that he will be attending the public meeting with Anglian Water on Saturday. He informed the meeting that the public consultations will be held shortly with regard to the proposed Wind Farm at Ongarhill. He has big concerns with regard to the highways problems that will affect Clenchwarton if the large loads are being brought through the village. He suggests speaking to Highways to ensure the best outcome – road wise – for the village. The consultation period for the proposed incinerator has been doubled from 6 weeks to 12 weeks. A resident had contacted him with concerns about the planning application at 44 Ferry Road, the councillors were not aware of any planning application.

	Police Report: The Clerk read the report detailing the speed check carried out on Main Road on 23rd June 2011, when 2 Fixed Penalty Notices were issued for excess speed.  SC confirmed the Clerk had thanked the Police for the report and also for the high presence they are maintaining in the village.

	Finance Report: (PD) (Refer to payments sheet)

8.1 PD reported the financial position and payment of wages and invoices for the month. Clerk pointed out that the payment to SLCC should be £47 and not £74 as listed. PD to correct. KP proposed that the Finance Report be approved, subject to the correction. Seconded by RS. All agreed

8.2 Recommendations from Finance Committee

Play Area Fencing – Finance Committee recommend that the quote from Norse Fencing of £13,046.80, to replace the fencing in the garden and play area, be accepted. Proposed: RS. Seconded: KP. All agreed.

Grass Cutting in Pond area – It was recommended that the quote from CGM of £6.80 plus VAT per occasion to mow and strim the pond area on a fortnightly basis be accepted.  Proposed: RS. Seconded: KP. All agreed.

Clerk Training – It was recommended that the Clerk undertakes further training through SLCC, the training programme costs £50. Proposed: KP. Seconded – RS. All agreed

Petty Cash – It was recommended that the amount of Petty Cash held be reduced to £75 to comply with the internal audit report. Proposed: KP. Seconded: RS. All agreed. PD – must be written into Financial regulations.

Climbing Frame – The climbing frame has become dangerous due to the wooden posts becoming rotten at the bases and should be dismantled for safety reasons. Proposed: RS. Seconded KP. All agreed.  John Bolderstone and Pat Duhig to dismantle frame next day.
